INDIAN WELLS VALLEY COOPERATIVE GROUNDWATER
MANAGEMENT WORKING GROUP
DISCUSSION NOTES

March 16, 2006 - 1:00 p.m.
Don Zdeba called the meeting to order at 1:04 p.m.

Motion was made by Leroy Marquardt and seconded by Terry Rogers to accept the February 16,
2006 Discussion Notes as presented. The Motion was carried, unanimously.

Update of the Indian Wells Valley Cooperative Groundwater Management Plan: Don
Zdeba informed the Group that Inyokern CSD has now approved the revised Plan and the City of
Ridgecrest had also approved it at their March meeting. The original will be kept at the Indian
Wells Valley Water District for signatories to sign. Mr. Harris requested that a clean version of
the Plan be emailed out to everyone. Ms. Murphy agreed to have a signature page ready at the
end of the meeting.

Groundwater Flow Model Update: Tom Mulvihill reported that the Indian Wells Valley
Water District Board’s Alternate Water Supply Committee interviewed Geomatrix and Fugro
and then met again and deliberated and has recommended to the Board that Fugro do the
Groundwater Flow Model. The Board did not discuss that or take action on that at the March
13™ Board meeting because they wanted all five Board members to be there, which was not the
case at that meeting. It will be on the agenda of the upcoming Board meeting of April 10",

Projects Pending Grant Funding: This is an open item for projects that could be considered for
grant funding. The following two agenda items, Proposal to Define Historical Water Production
and IWV Watershed Coordinator Justification and Duties, are considered projects for potential
grant funding.

IWYV Watershed Coordinator Justification and Duties: Mr. Zdeba recalled that there were a
couple of agencies that hadn’t had a chance to review the description. Leroy Marquardt said that
they are still planning to look for funding for this position. Terry Rogers mentioned that he
doesn’t know what the law is on the $3.00 per connection fee structure in the bond proposal that
didn’t come to pass in June, but half of the money collected would be returned to the District, so
that would be one source of funding. November is now the earliest it could occur at this date.
Mr. Zdeba brought up the idea of developing a job description listing the tasks this person would
perform. Mr. Marquardt, Don Cortichiato, and Terry Rogers will work together to draft
something for this position for the next meeting.

In-Kind Services Update: Ms. Murphy reported that she had not received any In-Kind updates
since the last meeting, with the exception of Searles Valley Mineral’s 2006 commitment. Mr.
Harris volunteered to recreate the Bureau of Land Management’s commitment and would
forward it to Ms. Murphy. Other agencies will send their best estimates of what they will pledge
to her in the next month.
