INDIAN WELLS VALLEY COOPERATIVE GROUNDWATER
MANAGEMENT WORKING GROUP
DISCUSSION NOTES

June 15, 2006 - 1:00 p.m.
Don Zdeba called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.

Rick Iger noted that on the May 18, 2006 Discussion Notes, Project Review Report, “Rick Iger
reported that he has not seen anything from Kern County regarding the Measure E proposed
energy generating facility”, should read, “Rick Iger reported that he has not seen anything from
Kern County regarding the measure proposing an energy generating facility.” He also noted
Potential Grant Opportunities, “As far as grant groundwater programs”, should read “As far as
grants for groundwater programs.” Corrections were noted.

Approval of Discussion Notes: Motion was made by Nancy Bass and seconded by
Pat Quist to accept the May 18, 2006 Discussion Notes with corrections as noted. The Motion
was carried, unanimously.

Update of the Indian Wells Valley Cooperative Groundwater Management Plan: Don
Zdeba announced that all agencies have signed the Indian Wells Valley Cooperative
Groundwater Management Plan. Copies were distributed at last month’s meeting. Rose Koch
will mail a copy to Glenn Harris.

IWY Watershed Coordinator Justification and Duties: Leroy Marquardt announced that this
item is pending the actions of the TAC and Indian Wells Valley Water District on the
Groundwater Flow Model.

In-Kind Services Update: Rose Koch announced that Inyokern Community Services District,
City of Ridgecrest, and Kern County have yet to submit their In-Kind Services update. Don
Zdeba will call Janet Stuebner at Inyokern Community Services District, and Jim McRea will
check with his staff for the City of Ridgecrest. Glenn Harris stated that amounts from 2005 will
be the same as 2006 for the BLM.

Status of RAWS Stations Update: Glenn Harris updated the Group on the status of the three
RAWS Stations to be located at Indian Wells Canyon, Walker Pass, and Horse Peak. Mr. Harris
reported that the forest service has purchased the new weather station for Horse Peak, because
they were interested in retrieving data for fire suppression purposes. Mr. Harris has been in
contact with National Interagency Fire Center in Boise to initiate the contracts, agreements, and
arrangements for the purchase and installation of the other two weather stations. It was the
consensus of the Group that if the funding agencies contributed the original amount calculated
for the three stations, a possible fourth weather station be installed. Indian Wells Valley Water
District and Searles Valley Minerals contributed $3,000 each for funding of the RAWS Stations.
Terry Rogers confirmed that Kern County Water Agency’s board approved this expenditure.
Mike Stoner confirmed that the Navy will be contributing $1,000 for the initial set up of all the
weather stations.
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
