DISCUSSION NOTES

August 17, 2006 - 1:00 p.m.
Don Zdeba called the meeting to order at 1:04 p.m.

Three changes were made to the June 15, 2006 Discussion Notes. Glenn Harris noted that on the
June 15, 2006 Discussion Notes, Status of RAWS Stations Update, “Mr. Harris has been in
contact with a company in Boise to initiate the contracts...”, should read, “Mr. Harris has been in
contact with National Interagency Fire Center in Boise to initiate the contracts...” Mike Stoner
noted that on the Agency Reports, Bureau of Land Management, “This involves up to 400,000
ac. ft./year.”, should read “This involves up to 4,000 ac. ft./year.” Tom Haslebacher noted under
the Technical Advisory Committee Report, Annual Report, that “It was reported that there is a
negative change in the southwest area where the pumping is being moved to and a positive
change in the intermediate well field area.”, should read “It was reported that there is a negative
change in the southwest area where the pumping is being moved to.” Corrections were noted.

Approval of Discussion Notes: Motion was made by Glenn Harris and seconded by
Nancy Bass to accept the June 15, 2006 Discussion Notes with corrections as noted. The Motion
was carried, unanimously.

IWYV Watershed Coordinator Justification and Duties: Leroy Marguardt announced that this
item is pending the actions of the TAC and Indian Wells Valley Water District on the
Groundwater Flow Model.

In-Kind Services Update: Rose Koch announced that all of the In-Kind Services have been
submitted for 2005 and 2006. In-Kind Services for 2005 and projected In-Kind Services for
2006 will be available at the September meeting.

Status of RAWS Stations Update: Glenn Harris updated the Group on the status of the three
RAWS Stations to be located at Indian Wells Canyon, Walker Pass, and Horse Peak. Mr. Harris
reported that National Interagency Fire Center in Boise is waiting for the funding to proceed with
the contracts, agreements, and arrangements for the purchase and installation of two weather
stations. Equipment is in place for shipment from Boise as soon as funding is received.
Contributions have been received from Searles Valley Minerals and Indian Wells Valley Water
District in the amount of $3,000 each. Committed funding has not been received from either
Kern County Water Agency for the amount of $3,000 or the Navy for the amount of $1,000.

Website Links to Small Agencies: This item was not discussed and may be revisited at a later
meeting.

Project Review Report: Tom Mulvihill updated the Group on recent projects. Desert Empire
Fair has applied to create a three lot division creating a 19.8 acre parcel, a 19.9 acre parcel and a
41.7 acre parcel on 81.5 acres. Charles and Tammy Rowland have applied with Kern County to
subdivide a 10 acre parcel into 4-2'% acre parcels located in Inyokern at Kip Street and Buckle.
